3.  Cellphones.  Good, used cell phones with sim card and charger  

4.  USB flash drives. 
5.  Used clothing/sneakers.  We need clothing and sneakers to stock community store.

6.  School supplies.  Pens and pencils, markers
7.  Crotchet Needles: WIA are crocheting hand and shoulder bags made from recycled plastic bags as a way to clean up their neighborhood and to earn extra income. 

8.  Plastic Red-Handled Exacto Knife Tools and Blades:  Curved and square head blades are most needed.  

9.  Books.  We need books to help us stock our library.  Children’s books, novels, reference books, and school books such as math, science and social studies are most needed.  Books should be in Spanish, although we could use books for learning English.
